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Background: 
 

ñAs a backgrounder, the late Grace Teskey had called me and Stan Sain-
nawap to her hospital room in Thunder Bay to discuss her concerns about 
the patients who have to deal with certain illnesses, one of them being 
CANCER.  She had witnessed a lot of both young and older patients who 
have this disease and they were sad encounters.  She believed that the 
availability of a CT SCANNER locally would save some lives by early de-
tection of the disease. 
 
Because of her request, the Chiefs of the Wasaya communities have sup-
ported this fundraising campaign by making initial pledges and donations 
to the total amount of over $1/2 million-over 5 years.   
 
It is estimated that the installation and actual equipment costs will be in 
the $2 million bracket.  The space for the  
CT Scanner has been donated by the hospital Board.ò
